AQE INFORMATION 2022 
Registration for AQE assessments is now open.  Registration closes on Friday 23rd September, 
5.00pm.  It is the responsibility of P6 parents/carers to register their child for these assessments.  
Applications can be completed online via the AQE website, or alternatively, a hard copy application form 
will be available to download and print.  
 
Parents/Guardian will need the following three elements to complete their application, as well as having 
a completed application form: 
 

 A recent photograph of your child (can be taken straight from a mobile device and uploaded) 
 A scanned copy of your child’s birth certificate (long or short version) or a scanned copy of the id 

page of their passport. 
 Payment of the registration fee (£60.00). Parents/guardians of a child who is entitled to Free 

School Meals, and who provide evidence of such entitlement, will not have to pay the fee.
